59th edition of International Short Film Festival Brno 16 came to an end with today's award ceremony. Viewers had the opportunity to watch more than 110 shorts and enjoy a wide range of off-programme activities. The grand prize was awarded to Animal, film made by twins Bahram and Bahman Ark.

International jury, whose members were Gerald Weber, Andrea Slováková, Katarína Gatialová, Kaveh Daneshmand and Laurence Ripoll, chose the winner among 41 other competing films. "We appreciated the clever way the movie depicted a political view within the story and at the same time didn't overshadow it. This cleverly crafted film shows the main character looking for a way to escape by changing their identity. Together with them, we come to a realization that escaping a prison does not gain one's freedom back," head of the jury Gerald Weber elaborated.

The second prize was awarded by the student jury, who decided to reward Czech director Jan-Karel Pavlík for SHIT2028. The head of the international student jury Matúš Slamka commented on their decision: "Movie SHIT2028 works with anger as a significant emotion that wittily amplifies every aspect of film style and form and puts them over the threshold. After overcoming initial bluntness, SHIT2028 offer various ways of interpretation, from reflecting the society and omnipresent fear hiding behind aggression, to depiction of pure disgust and hopelessness, intensely breathing at the viewer from beginning to the end."

The viewers also chose a prize, which was decided by voting among competing films. The winner most fans voted for was Piggy by Carlota Pereda.
Four more movies received honorable mentions - Edge of Alchemy, Hoissuru, Pan and The Tiger.

"While our building at Cihlářská is still in the process of renovation, we decided to hold this year's edition at several different venues. The outcome of this decision was very positive, because we managed to get to know new beautiful places. For the first time Brno 16 was organized in cooperation with the Moravian Gallery in Museum of Applied Arts, and also in Tržnice Brno. Our off-programme expanded the list by adding 10-Z Atomic Bomb Shelter and Praha/Forum for Architecture and Media, which was a place of the first discussion panel on experimental film. At the yearly festival warm up we cooperated with Slam Poetry CZ, so our festival attendants could also enjoy this kind of performance," as summed up by Milan Šimánek.

The 60th Anniversary Edition of our festival will take place between 9th-12th October 2019.

Festival is organized by TIC BRNO, public benefit corporation, more specifically Kino Art and TIC gallery in cooperation with Moravian Gallery in Brno.
